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Burton Well Scroggs is a small area of land off Bottoms Lane It is 
limestone pavement surrounded by trees. It has always had a rich flora 
and is one of the few areas where Spurge Laurel is flourishing with lots of 
new seedlings springing up over the past 5 or 6 years.


It is a Lancashire Biological Heritage Site.


History: The area was originally used as a source of stone by the villagers 
and also for the adjacent `Lime Kiln. The two adjacent houses were 
originally Almshouses.  In 1970 the Silverdale Parish Council set up a 
charity to own the land ( Public Quarries rcn 500270). They now manage 
Burton Well Scroggs with the help of volunteers 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Seen from above the area of 
50m by 100m shows the cover 
in 2022. The main path south 
has been cleared back since 
then.

There is quite a lot of management by Silverdale Parish Council 
especially to keep the scrub and bramblles from the pavement. The
